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Incarnation. Christ in a manger. Emmanuel, God with us. These are truths that are
unique in our Christian faith. We use words of peace at Christmas: other religions also
speak of peace. We proclaim words of justice for the poor at Christmas; other religions
also speak of social justice. Yet Christianity speaks uniquely of God coming into the
world like this, entering into our circumstances, taking human form, being born as a
baby. We respect and work with brothers and sisters of other faiths on many issues. But
at Christmas, we celebrate the uniqueness of our Christian faith.

And what a powerful story it is, especially in the details. A poor couple from an
oppressed race, living in an occupied country, are driven to the road and to
homelessness by an imperial decree. With no room in the inn, they give birth to the
hope of the world in an animal stall. Angels royally announce the child born in poverty,
and humble shepherds are the first witnesses. Why this way? Why these choices?
What was/is God trying to say? This is not the way politicians would do it, it's not a
Hollywood script - bigger than life, but way too ordinary. And it really would not play well
in places where everything is to be done decently and in order.

But these are the choices God has made. The words of peace, the words of justice
are no longer just ours, or of the great religious teachers. They are the Word of God.
"And the Word became flesh and dwelt among us, and we beheld its glory." So that a
Christmas saying like, "Glory to God in the highest, and on earth peace," is not just
sentimental, but an instruction, a command, a promise. The words of Mary are truly a
prophecy to wealth and power: "The mighty have been put down from their thrones and
the lowly exalted; the hungry have been filled with good things and the rich sent away
empty.” That is not simply faith-based charitable social service, but a prediction of social
revolution.

The Word of God is made flesh at Christmas. And because of that Word, we can say
no to war with others and the twisted logic of drone bombings to end terrorism. Because
of that Word, we can say that the poor must come first, not last, in the nation's budgets
priorities and "homeland security." Because of that Word, we can believe and act with
the confidence that, one day, justice and peace will prevail over poverty and war. And,
we know that these are God's realities, not just words.

Because the Word of God has been made flesh and dwells among us, we can, at
Christmas, boldly proclaim with Isaiah:

Unto us a child is born,

Unto us a son is given;

The government shall be upon his shoulders;
and he shall be called:

Wonderful Counselor, Mighty God,
Everlasting Father, Prince of Peace.
